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THEME

In.30_July 2022, Algeria’s president Tebboune stated at a news conference that
“French is_a spoil of war ... while English is the language of the world...”, it is the
language of research and science, and it must be taught and given more
attention. And so, following his announcement that children will begin taking
English classes, primary schools around the country started teaching English to
children as early as the fall of the 2022-2023 academic year. This nationwide
integration of English at the basic education level, despite logistical challenges, is
seen as an auspicious initiative to promote English language learning and
maximize its outcomes as well as optimize the educational sphere/system; it is
also regarded as a step to update the teaching approaches and methodologies,
and to meet the interests of the educational stakeholders (planners and policy
makers, parents, learners, different representative bodies,...) along with the
various strata of society.

This however is not a challenge-free changeover. It requires tremendous
efforts, careful planning, and brave sacrifices to provide resources, defy certain
circumstances, and satisfy particular conditions. On top of the challenges is
equipping the country’s 19500 primary schools with the required teaching staff,
and designing adequate curricula and materials. The inescapable requirement of
consulting and calling upon experts and the dire need of recruiting many more
teachers, thousands of them actually, arise at the forefront of concerns, if to
ensure provision of English education to millions of learners at different Algerian
school levels/grades. Worthy of note, this governmental language policy shift
appears to have brought a deep influence along with it on secondary school
graduates who turned out top-prioritizing majoring in English at university.

The aim of this second edition of the conference is to reflect on the
current state of integrating English at the level of especially elementary
education and its nationwide effects on education overall, weigh and
evaluate the degree of success of its implementation, assess the
effectiveness of the strategies adopted for the purpose, and offer an
opportunity for the different researchers and scholars, experts and
specialists, language policy makers and planners, teachers and inspectors,
etc. to share ideas and discuss different issues related to English language
integration and instruction in the highlighted contexts
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
